MEMORANDUM
NREGP Scheme has been launched in Dhalai District w.e.f. 2nd February 2006. Under the said Scheme, it is mandatory to provide 100 days employment to all the rural households in a year. As per the NREGP Act and TREGS, mandays have to be provided on demand within 15(fifteen) days of submission of application to the concerned Panchayat Secretary. For maintaining record of the number of mandays provided to the rural households, job cards will be issued very shortly by utilizing the services of professional agency centrally at the State level. As, it may take sometime before the entire mechanism of maintaining record of mandays of each household is to put in place, steps need to be taken for keeping record of mandays being generated in all the Panchayats in respective Blocks during the intervening period i.e. before issue of job cards.

After launching of the NREGP, as per NREG Act, it is incumbent upon all the Programme Officers/BDOs to ensure that mandays are made available to the intending rural families immediately on receipt of application for this purpose.

In view of the above, it is decided that a committee comprising officials of all line departments including Fisheries, Agriculture, Horticulture, ARDD, PGP, Forest, etc. shall be constituted wherein representatives of the said departments would report the mandays generation works being implemented in the concerned Block under NFFWP w.e.f. 2nd February 2006. BDOs may propose the names of the officers along with their designation for inclusion in the Block level NREGP Monitoring Committee for approval at this end. First meeting of this committee is to be held immediately after completion of the Village Council Elections process, therefore, the proposal regarding constitution of the committee may be sent immediately.

As most of the points listed above emerge from the guidelines of TREGS and the mandatory provisions under NREG Act, all the field level officers of line departments are duty bound to report the matter to the BDOs concerned. The District level officials of all line departments may issue suitable instructions to the Block level and field level officers for providing necessary support and assistance to the BDOs/Programme Officers under NREGP.
